
Time is nearing for us to occupy our new facilities and 
most of the major decisions have been made.  Once we 
gain access to the facilities we need to put our final 
touches to the project.  The kitchen will be a big project 
and I want to thank all those who are helping us put this 
together.  We are going to be installing new sinks, dish-
washers, grills and everything else that goes with a com-
mercial kitchen. 
 
Moving on, I have been asked to remind our members of 
the marine radio prodacall.  It’s very important that we 
follow the simple instructions in the information below.  
A key thing to remember is channel 16 is for the calling 
of another boat or the Coast Guard.  It’s not a channel for 

conversation.  When you reach your party request they go to another channel.  At CIYC we usually use 
channel 68 to call fellow members.  It’s not the law but common courtesy is to once you get your party go 
to another channel (e.g. 72) to hold a conversation.  That way you will leave 68 open to others in the club 
that want to call someone.  Keep in mind if you want to chat pull over and go for it. 
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Safety is the primary function of a marine radio.. 
 
At a minimum, you should: 
 
MAINTAIN A WATCH while the radio is turned on, even though you are not communicating. Monitoring the Calling and Dis-
tress Channel 16 (2182 kHz SSB) is compulsory when the set is on and you are not communicating on another channel. 
 
CHOOSE THE CORRECT CHANNEL when communicating either ship-to-ship or ship-to-shore. 
 
LIMIT THE PRELIMINARY CALL to 30 seconds. If there is no answer, you must wait 2 minutes before repeating the call. 
 
LIMIT SHIP-TO-SHIP CONVERSATIONS TO THREE MINUTES and the content to ship's business. Be considerate of oth-
ers, they may want to use the line. 
 
NEVER USE PROFANE OR OBSCENE LANGUAGE or transmit fraudulent messages. Penalties include fines up to $10,000 
or imprisonment or both. 
 
AVOID RADIO CHECKS as most are unnecessary. Do not call the US Coast Guard. If a check is really necessary, call a vessel 
that you know is listening. Radio checks are prohibited on Channel 16.
